Parent/guardian is prompted via e-mail or text to
provide consent to student's enrollment and make
payment (if applicable) by e-check or credit card.
Note: Parent/guardian consent and payment requests
(if payment is applicable) are sent per course request.

Student application data is received by UConn

UConn reviews application and enrollment request
data for eligibility

Student’s UConn record and UConn NetID is created or
reactivated

Completed registration data and payment is processed
by UConn

Student’s academic record is updated, and registration
is complete!
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It is important for both Students and Site Representatives to monitor the
steps completed and the processing of student registration request(s).
